SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon described mentally she is doing all right. Her depression is getting better. She is not anxious anymore, but physically she is not stable. She started having pain in her neck. She also indicates she fell on 11/30 while walking to her home and she got lot of bruises on her face which cleared about in 10 days. She had to see the orthopedic physician for the same although she has been recovering good from her left knee replacement. She describes she is eating good and sleeping good. I appreciate her coping skill and her understanding about this ongoing issue. Despite living alone, she has been doing a lot of care for herself. Her medication was reviewed and reconciled. She has been doing very well on medication and likes to continue the same medication. The patient was given reality orientation and supportive therapy. Appreciated her coping skills and encouraged to compliance and report any side effect to the medication. The patient has been compliant with the treatment appropriately. She is on Vyvanse 60 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily, also she described she is not taking pain medication as much and tried to take whenever she has pain. She has been following her orthopedic physician and primary care physician. The patient was encouraged and support that she should continue and follow the treatment. She denies any side effect of the medication. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucination. She was pleasant and appropriate during course of assessment.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder, attention deficit disorder, status post left knee replacement, pain in the neck due to fall.

PLAN: Continue on Vyvanse 60 mg in the morning and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. Risk, benefits, and side effect were explained. The patient has verbally consented for continuous treatment.
