SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David does not have video. Therefore he wants to be on audio. He indicates that he has been doing very well. His medication is working. He denies any suicidal thoughts. He denies any hallucination. Does not believe anyone out to get him. He described by adding Prolixin 25 mg intramuscularly has been helping him a lot. He was alert, oriented, and tall Caucasian male. Mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. He denies any suicidal thoughts. He denies any side effect of the medication. He indicates that his parents are supportive and they visit him more often. I further explained about his improvement. I appreciate his coping skills and deal with the situation. Reality orientation was provided. Support and reassurance was made. He has not been using any alcohol or drugs. He asked me further that if he knows any other new medication I explained that there is lot of new antipsychotic has been coming up in the market, but right now there is medication known as lumateperone and single dose for 32 mL given. If he like to change, I am willing to help him, however, he indicate that he likes Zyprexa and it has been helping him and does not want to change any medications to which I agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective chronic paranoid currently stable. 

PLAN: Continue on Prolixin 25 mg intramuscularly every two weeks, Lamictal 50 mg b.i.d, Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime, a 30-day medication was ordered. The patient was explained risk, benefit and side effect and verbal consent was obtained. Prognosis guarded.
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
