The patient described that she has been doing very well. She is happy, pleasant, coherent, and logical. She denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. The patient has made a significant improvement after addition of Ritalin to her Wellbutrin and Abilify. She is more organized. She has more improvement in functioning and lot of happiness. I appreciate her coping skills and also her compliance and consistent with the treatment. The patient was provided reality orientation. She denies any side effect. She has been taking all her medications and she is feeling much better. There was no side effect. She was alert and oriented. She was in her doctor’s office. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no irritability and agitation. Judgement and insight are intact.
