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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that on July 18, 2019, the patient was driving.  The patient was driving to a drill.  He was in Walnut Creek, California.  The patient was rear-ended by another car.  He tells me that he hit the back of the head against that the head rest.  The patient tells me that he sustained whiplash injury to the neck.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient was in shock.  He denies any confusion or disorientation.  However, the patient started having significant neck pain and back of the head pain.  The patient was seen at Stanford ValleyCare Medical Center in Pleasanton, California.  The patient was diagnosed with whiplash.
The patient currently has headaches.  The patient has a lot of frequent headaches.  The patient tells me that he has cloudy memory.  His memory is poor.  The patient has also blurred vision.

The patient is currently working as a customer service for CalCPA.  The patient is answering phone call.  He tells me that his headache is affecting his work.  His vision is also poor.  The patient also got poor memory that also is suffering his work.
MoCA examination score is 26/30.  The patient missed 4/5 on delayed recall.

It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient was driving and he was rear-ended.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  There is no confusion or disorientation after the impact.  The patient tells me that he has neck pain and back of the head pain.  I suspect the patient has sustained whiplash injury to the neck.  The patient was evaluated at Stanford ValleyCare Medical Center in Pleasanton, California.  Given the patient did not lose consciousness.  There is no confusion or disorientation.  It is my opinion that he did not sustain traumatic brain injury.
