CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of both rib pain and nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in both side ribs and pain level is 3. The patient did not fell down or injured. The patient also complained of nasal congestion and it is on and off and year around the patient has nasal congestion. There is no fever or chills. There was no sputum production.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and he is on fluticasone nasal spray 50 mcg one puff twice a day.

ALLERGIES: Sulfa drug and it is severe without any respiratory distress.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has no history of alcohol use or smoking and his exercise is walking and he has no pets.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Nasal congestion without any discharge. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Skin is healthy without any rashes.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the ribcage bilaterally without any deformity and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
