PATIENT NAME: Jimenez, Jesus

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/15/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for transitional care. He was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from March 7, 2022 through March 10, 2022. He had Dilantin toxicity with Dilantin level at 35. Last time his Dilantin level was therapeutic and he was taking Dilantin 100 mg four capsule daily. It is possible that he was not taking Dilantin regularly and therefore his Dilantin level was therapeutic and then he started to take it regularly and Dilantin level went up to 35. The patient had Dilantin level yesterday and it was about 9.5 and Dr. Abijay has restarted him on Dilantin from yesterday and he is taking Dilantin 100 mg three capsule daily from yesterday. The patient was confused from Dilantin toxicity. He also has a difficulty with memory since he had a COVID-19 on October 2020.

PLAN: We advised patient to buy a pillbox so that he can take his medicines regularly. He will come for CMP and Dilantin level in one week. We will adjust the dose of Dilantin depending on Dilantin level. The patient has an appointment to see Dr. Abijay, neurologist next week. The patient was seen by Dr. Abijay during his hospital stay. His blood sugars are acceptable at home.
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
