PATIENT NAME: Daniels, Rayford J.

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/15/2022

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came for primary care. He moved from Longview Texas.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 71-yer-old black male. The patient has multiple medical problems including hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and osteoarthritis. He had a neck surgery two times, last surgery was done by Dr. Ogunseinde at Longview, Texas about six months ago. He continues to have pain. He is allergic to codeine and he cannot take Tylenol with Codeine, but he was taking Norco at one time, but he made him drowsy and he is now on tramadol. The patient wants to see pain specialist and he will be referred to Dr. Othee. He also has a left shoulder pain. He had a surgery for rotator cuff tear on the left shoulder and he needs more surgery but he does not want any more surgery. The patient’s blood pressure is usually under control, but it is high today because he ran out of triamterene/HCTZ.

PAST HISTORY ILLNESS: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, glaucoma, osteoarthritis, depression, anxiety, left shoulder rotator cuff tear, carpal tunnel right hand status post surgery, and osteoporosis.

PREVIOUS SURGERY: Neck surgery x2, left total knee replacement surgery for perforated gastric ulcer, cataract surgery left eye.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See below.

ALLERGIES: Codeine.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smoking – the patient smokes one-quarter packet of cigarettes per day. Alcohol – Denies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father have hypertension and myocardial infarction. Sister had myocardial infarction. One sister had a pancreatic cancer.

PLAN: The patient will come for fasting blood test tomorrow. He gets intermittent chest pain and he will be referred to Dr. Neerukonda. The patient will be referred to Dr. Othee also. We gave a prescription of tramadol 50 mg three times a day p.r.n. for pain 90 tablets ordered with no refill. He will be seen again in three months. He did not bring his medicine for high cholesterol and he will bring it tomorrow. He is advised to bring all his medicines at each visit. We ordered several of his medicines.
