History: Ms. Davenport had earlier stated she is allergic to sulfa, but she states she is really allergic to Bactrim and not to sulfa and she has taken Cipro several times for UTIs and would like Cipro for her UTI this time. I discussed at length about not using medicine for symptoms of UTI itself without doing a urine culture as it gives rise to a lot of resistant bacteria, the patient understands that. Also, advised her to stay away from sodas like Cokes or Dr Pepper. I advised a urinalysis and urine for culture and sensitivity. I have given her 10 days of Cipro. I told her to tell the pharmacy that she is not allergic to sulfa, so that he has no problems giving her Cipro as an antibiotic for her UTI. The patient is to call me in two weeks after she gives the urine specimen today. Precautions to prevent UTI explained. The patient is not sexually active, but has atrophic vaginitis. The patient has some anal incontinence, some urinary incontinence and atrophic vaginitis, which makes her prone to UTIs. I have given her Cipro. Also, reviewing the records, I had referred her to dermatology at Scott & White Clinic and, in the Scott & White, she ended up seeing Dr. Shanesmith who examined all the moles and told her everything looked good except one which they biopsied and it was negative; we will try to get the records. So, we will see her in the office or talk to her in two weeks.
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
