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1. CW, 59-year-old gentleman with chest pain. The patient was noted to be in atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response. Cardiac workup was done. Thyroid workup was done. The patient was kept for observation, treated with beta-blocker, the patient converted to normal sinus, then subsequently placed on Eliquis and sent home with a beta-blocker. Consider doing a CT of the chest with contrast to rule out PE in patients with brand new atrial fibrillation. The patient was called, but both phone numbers that were left in the ER were wrong numbers and belong to someone else.
2. RF, 60-year-old with COVID exposure, has been vaccinated. No symptoms. Test was negative. The patient was called, no one answered.
3. DW, 28-year-old with vaginal discharge and earache. The patient underwent MSE and was referred to her PCP for non-emergency visit. I called the patient today to give her information on holiday clinic close by, the patient is very appreciative and appreciated the time that was spent with her last night at Rapid Response.
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
