The patient is seen today for removal of sutures.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Here for removal of stitches x 10 days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses or thyromegaly. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Normal to inspection. Extremities: Negative for restricted range of motion or tenderness. Well-healed laceration to distal ventral fingertip. Skin: Negative for cyanosis, edema, redness or lesions. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits. Mood and affect within normal limits.
Sutures were removed without difficulty.

PLAN: The patient was advised to still wear Band-Aid for the next five days to prevent dehiscence of wound to the fingertips. Follow up as needed.
