The patient is here for followup of flu. He needs COVID test before he can return to work.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Followup for flu and complains of upset stomach still.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Only Tamiflu.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history is as above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils are equal, reactive to light and accommodation. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rashes or discoloration. Neuropsych: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

The patient had a COVID test which was negative.

PLAN: The patient is advised to take antacid for stomach with diagnosis of gastritis. Follow up for flu A. He is advised to see GI if necessary. Follow up as needed.
