CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of low back pain noted today on right side with less activity.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of right back pain today with slight lethargy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of urinary tract infection x 2 with ultrasound of the bladder before without findings.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Motrin.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history of urinary tract infections x 2 with ultrasound of bladder before without findings plus urinary tract infection several months ago.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 100.2. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Tympanic membranes clear. Pupils are reactive to light and accomodation. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rashes or lesions. Neuro: No motor or sensory deficits. Cranial nerves II through X intact. Neuro at baseline.
PLAN: Urinalysis obtained in the office showed presence of small amount of bilirubin, 80 mg/dL of ketones, urobilinogen 0.2, negative nitrites with trace leukocytes. Because of history and abnormal urine with fever, urine culture was obtained and the patient was placed on Keflex antibiotic with instructions to follow up with review of culture, consider following back up with pediatrician, Texas Children’s Clinic in for additional urinary evaluation with history of recurrent urinary tract infections.
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
