Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Peterson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he started to lose vision in 2016. He was diagnosed with a frontal brain tumor and underwent brain surgery for the tumor. However, he states that the vision did not improve after the surgery. He states that he has a complete loss of vision with the left eye and a partial loss of vision with the right eye. He has a history of working as a caregiver, but stopped in 2014 when his father passed away. He states that he has not been employed since that time. He states that he has difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment because of a loss of side vision.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.50 –0.50 x 070 on the right and balance on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/25 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round. There is an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle balance shows a left-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 11 on the right and 8 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.95 on the right and 0.99 on the left. There is moderate pallor to the optic nerve head on the right and significant pallor to the optic nerve head on the left.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 6 degrees of horizontal field on the right and the absence of a visual field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.

2. Myopia.

Mr. Peterson has clinical findings that are consistent with a loss of vision on the left side and the constricted visual field on the right side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment. As well, one would expect him to have difficulties reading with significant fluidity. His prognosis is poor.
