CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of fullness on the abdomen.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has felt fullness of the abdomen. He has similar episode for last four to five months. Onetime he went to the emergency and he had extensive workup done. He was sent home it was unremarkable. The patient stated that he has poor appetite. He has not passed any tarry stools or black stools. There is no nausea, vomiting, or weakness.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Mild fullness of the abdomen and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly and there is no tenderness. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory.
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
