PATIENT NAME: Cowan, Benjamin

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/16/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient step on nail in the garage on March 10, 2022 that is about six days ago. He went to a minor emergency clinic and was given a prescription of Keflex. He also received tetanus shot. However, he has now developed redness. The puncture wound is on the sole of the right foot near the great toe area.

PLAN: The patient has a remarkable cellulitis of the right foot and we told the family to take a picture and they have taken picture in our office. The patient is started on Bactrim DS one tablet twice a day for 14 days and Levaquin 750 mg daily for 14 days. We called Dr. Stockbridge office and they are going to see him soon. The patient will be seen again in few days if he has not seen Dr. Stockbridge by that time cellulitis extends from the right great toe area to dorsum of the right foot. The patient also has mild cellulitis on the sole of right foot.
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
