MANESS, BETTY
This is a recertification for this 80-year-old woman, diagnosed with carcinoid tumor of the colon along with history of breast cancer status post lumpectomy and radiation therapy.

Her PET scan recently showed metastatic carcinoid and the patient is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy.
Since her admission to hospice, the patient has lost 5 pounds. The patient is eating very little 10-20%. She appears to be confused, total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. KPS remains at 40%. The patient has required around the clock pain medication, around the clock anxiety medication. The patient is staying in bed at all times now. She is still having issues with nausea and vomiting that needs to be treated and severe protein-calorie malnutrition and severe weakness and debilitation.
The patient also suffers from profound dementia which has made it very difficult for her to retain memory of any training she has received regarding her condition and severe ascites which has worsened since last certification.

The patient remains hospice appropriate given her current situation, low albumin and profound anemia which has lead to severe weakness. The patient is expected to live less than six months on hospice.
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
