Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Howard comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he was born with poor vision on the left side. He states that he had glasses as a child and patching therapy, but that the vision did not improve with the left eye. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of psychiatric conditions. He states that he has never been employed because he has bipolar disorder and posttraumatic stress disorder. He does not wear glasses. He denies eye surgery and trauma.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/25 on the right and light perception only on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of +1.75 sphere on the right and +7.50 –1.75 x 180 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.75 measures 20/25 on the right and light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. There is an afferent defect on the left side. Applanation pressures are 22 on the right and 23 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on each side. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a 30-2 threshold test with a size III stimulus shows more than 55 degrees of visual field on the right side and less than 10 degrees of visual field on the left side.

Assessment:
1. Amblyopia, left eye.

2. Hyperopia.

Mr. Howard has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of amblyopia on the left side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties functioning with the use of only the left eye. However, with the use of the right eye he is able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in his environment. The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is poor.
