CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion and sore throat.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that nasal congestion started five days ago and it was followed by sore throat and the patient has running nose without any chills. She had mild fever. She is not exposed to any serious illness. The patient is able to swallow without much difficulty.

OBJECTIVE:
