CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after 24-hour Holter monitor and cardiology consultation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had palpitation on and off and she was seen by cardiologist. Then the patient was scheduled for Holter monitor and the results reviewed nonsustained supraventricular tachycardia and the maximum heartbeats are 75 beats. During ultrasound the patient did have any chest pain or shortness of breath. The patient was also seen by cardiologist and Holter monitor reports are reviewed and discussed with the patient and the patient does not require any medication except she was asked to reduce the caffeine intake, which already the patient started.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, any exposure to infections or allergies, leg swelling or calf swelling, rashes, or other medical conditions.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
