PATIENT NAME: Alvarez, Lupe

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. She missed her last appointment. She was seen about seven months ago. She complains of cough, sore throat, and sputum production for last one month. She complains of urinary frequency at night and she attributes it to diuretic hydrochlorothiazide in the prescription of olmesartan/HCTZ 40/25 mg daily.

PLAN: Olmesartan/HCTZ will be discontinued and in place of that we ordered amlodipine/olmesartan 5/40 mg one daily. The patient wants separate prescription of diuretic and hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily p.r.n. for fluid retention was also ordered. Augmentin 875 mg twice a day with food was ordered for acute bronchitis. If her urinary frequency did not improve, she will call us and we will order medicine for overactive bladder. The patient stopped taking rosuvastatin few months ago. Blood tests were done today.
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
