HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old gentleman here with abdominal pain. The patient stated that he recently had surgery repair and is having pain at the surrounding surgical site. Described pain as dull and rated pain about 3 to 4/10 and increased with touch and motion. He states pain is nonradiating and is confined at the surgery site.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 132/86.
Pulse 78.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: He has tenderness in his right lateral pelvic region where he had the surgery. There is no redness. No bleeding or discharge. There is a palpable mass, which easily appears to be reduced when it is palpated.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain.

2. Neuropathy.

Today, in the clinic, we did an ultrasound of the patient’s abdomen; at the site of surgery, we could not appreciate a fluid collection or a drainable abscess. An ultrasound also to look at his kidneys, liver, spleen, bowel and these were unremarkable. On ultrasound, looked at his prostate and the prostate was unremarkable. His extremities were also checked for arterial circulations by ultrasound and his upper and lower extremities are unremarkable. The venous circulations of upper and lower extremities are also unremarkable. Circulation in his cervical region, also no plaque we could appreciate on the ultrasound.

Labs were drawn in the clinic today and labs include CBC, CMP, lipid profile, A1c, TSH, T3, T4, and vitamin D. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
