History: Ms. Ebbole came to see me after several months after seeing several specialists. She saw Dr. Derbes and she is scheduled for colonoscopy in summer, but she had her EGD and was given a low-FODMAP diet and some omeprazole and advised that she will need it all the time, but the patient does not like to take any medication all the time. The second thing is the patient saw Dr. Fleener. There is strong family history of pancreatic cancer with father, so she stated that she needs a yearly MRI of the abdomen as that is a protocol for somebody who has pancreatic cancer as well as BRCA gene positive and breast cancer. So, she had this done at MRI place on Rock Prairie Road and was negative. She had it done this year in mid January 2022. Dr. Fleener handles her mammogram requests. The third problem is she came today because she had problem with some blisters on her upper lip those healed up. She stated they were unusual than the usual blisters that she has had, but she has some tingling and numbness going from left angle of the mouth to the ear and she gets some throbbing pains off and on in the back of left side of head. I examined her ears and they were normal except there was wax in the right ear. The patient has had dental workup done and that was negative, so that is not the reason. So, I have discussed all the problems. I have started her empirically on valacyclovir for three days and some gabapentin; side effects discussed and we will see her in the office in about four to six weeks.
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
