History: Mr. Vesalcius is a 74-year-old. He has had part of lung resection on his left side because of pus in the lower part of his lung. He has done well. He got very sick with COVID pneumonia last year, but he has recovered from it. He does work building fences with his son. He does use lawn mowing equipment for his front yard and backyard. He denies any chest pains doing that. He does get out of breath, partly it could be because of scarring that is present in the lower part of the lung, partly recovering from COVID pneumonia and damage to the lung; he was in the hospital for a longtime and was intubated and all. He had refused to take the COVID-19 injections. He states he had used some albuterol inhaler, but right now, he does not want to use the albuterol inhaler because he does not like the side effects. He states he is on metoprolol ER succinate 25 mg a day the whole tablet and he wants sildenafil 100 mg refilled; six tablets of sildenafil and metoprolol refilled. He does want any workup for shortness of breath. The patient was told again that he does not have Humana insurance that he has Blue Cross insurance through his wife and until his wife changes it, he states it may be till October when there is New Year starting when he could do that, so he states he is now stuck with it. I told him we are just informing him that he does not have Humana insurance and that he needs to continue with his Blue Cross until his wife to change it when it is time to change so that they can get him off that insurance. The patient understands that, but I told him I cannot tell him anything more about his Social Security or other benefits or whatever. This is what the insurance had informed us. His medicines are refilled. He will need some cardiac workup if he gives history of shortness of breath. Currently, he does not want any further workup. He is here to get his sildenafil and metoprolol refilled. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
