DAY, STEPHEN
Mr. Day is a 77-year-old gentleman with neoplasm of esophagogastric junction (adenocarcinoma). The patient also has a history of hypertension status post pacemaker insertion, atrial fibrillation, BPH, and gastroesophageal reflux. The patient has been on chemotherapy for his esophageal cancer which had to be discontinued because of adverse reaction.
The patient currently found to be quite weak, with severe weight loss, eating very little, anemic with H&H of 10 and 29 with protein-calorie malnutrition with the albumin of 2.3. The patient has chosen not to proceed with any chemotherapy or radiation at this time and has chosen hospice care for the rest of his life. The patient has had bouts of dyspnea. Again, severe weight loss is associated with his cancer and fatigue. The patient also has had what looks like liver metastasis as well as bone metastasis with severe back pain and compression fractures requiring around the clock pain medication. Given his findings, it is expected for the patient to live less than six months. The patient remains hospice appropriate. Most recently, he has also required paracentesis for ascites and reduction in his blood pressure medication because of hypotension as well. The patient is also found to be quite weak with minimal appetite associated with profound weight loss as was mentioned. His BMI is at 21 right now.
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
