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1. SA, 59-year-old needed a COVID test for travel. The patient had a negative COVID. No symptoms. No treatment. Did not answer the phone. Must be traveling!
2. OJ, 55-year-old with pain in the left leg. No back pain. UA negative. X-ray negative. The patient treated with Norflex and Toradol in the emergency room. Sent home with Flexeril and Motrin. The patient was happy with the care. Liked Dr. Maewal / his assistant. Liked Dr. Maewal’s assistant very much and the staff and everyone was so nice to him, he states.

3. VC, 41-year-old with right knee pain. The patient had undergone MSE, refused further care, did not answer the phone.

4. TM, 9-year-old with a jammed finger. X-rays were not done since the patient underwent MSE. This was explained to mother and she wanted to go see her PCP later. Nevertheless, she was happy with the care of both of her children; her 9-year-old son and a 10-year-old daughter.

5. LM, 10-year-old, sister of TM, seen for diarrhea. X-rays were reviewed from the last visit 02/28/2022. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis were negative. Treated with Zofran and the child is already doing better. Mother was happy with the care with everyone involved in the emergency room.
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
