HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 59-year-old with history of shortness of breath, asthma and palpitation. The patient is here for followup. The patient is initially seen three months ago. Since then the patient underwent exercise treadmill test that was negative for ischemia, angina and arrhythmia. An echocardiogram performed showed normal left ventricular function without any structural abnormalities. A Holter monitor showed sinus rhythm without any cardiac dysrhythmia.

The patient’s shortness of breath is most probably secondary to asthma. The patient has no structural heart disease. At this time the patient did not need any further cardiac evaluation. I will refer the patient back to Sierra Vista Clinic and follow the patient if needed.
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
