HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is seen in the hospital recently and underwent a permanent pacemaker implantation for bradycardia. The patient is still complaining of dizziness. Denies syncope or presyncope.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 107/69 mmHg, pulse 59, respirations 16 and weight 142 pounds.
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Bradycardia.

2. Dizziness.
