HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitations and chest pain. The patient is here for followup. The patient is still complaining of substernal chest pain, which is sharp in nature. Denied any nausea, vomiting, diaphoresis or syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.
