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REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Chest pain.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 60-year-old with a history of hypertension and hypercholesterolemia. The patient is recently complaining of chest pain. The patient went to the emergency room with chest pain. Pain is substernal squeezing sensation. Pain lasts 1 to 2 minutes. Denied any syncope, nausea, vomiting, or diaphoresis.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient quit smoking 30 years ago. The patient has two or three drinks a day.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg, amlodipine 10 mg daily, atorvastatin 40 mg daily, famotidine 40 mg daily, Flagyl, Flonase, lisinopril 5 mg daily, melatonin, metoprolol succinate 50 mg daily, and Flomax 0.4 mg daily.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: Denied any recent weight gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairment. Cardiovascular:  As per history. Pulmonary: No history of pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 79, respirations 16 and weight 207 pounds.
HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. A 1/6 systolic murmur heard at the left sternal border. There is no gallop or rub.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.
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CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain.
2. Shortness of breath and palpitations.
3. Hypertension.
4. Hypercholesterolemia.

5. History of smoking.

6. Alcohol use.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient has the above symptoms. I will schedule the patient for an echocardiogram, treadmill test and Holter monitor study. Depending on the findings of the above studies, we will decide further management.
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
