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WEEKS, JIMMY
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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation flutter and underwent ablation in the past. The patient has atrial flutter ablation performed in the past. The patient also has history of coronary artery disease and bypass surgery performed in 1995 and 2015. Now, the patient is complaining of dizziness, shortness of breath, and palpitation. The patient’s electrocardiogram showed atrial fibrillation with episodes of slow ventricular rate. The patient is referred to me for ablation for atrial fibrillation as well as implantation of permanent pacemaker.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Omeprazole 20 mg daily, Plavix, Toprol 60 mg daily, albuterol, and atorvastatin.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE SULFATE.

FAMILY HISTORY: No history of premature coronary artery disease or cardiac dysrhythmia.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: General: Denied any recent weight gain or weight loss. No vision or hearing impairment. Cardiovascular: As per history. Pulmonary: No history of pneumonia or COPD. Abdomen: No history of nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. Extremities: No history of arthritis.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 70, respirations 16, and weight is 164 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Irregularly irregular. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. Bradyarrythmia.

3. Coronary artery disease status post bypass surgery.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Discussed with the patient regarding electrophysiological studies and radiofrequency ablation for atrial fibrillation as well as permanent pacemaker implantation. Procedure risks and benefits discussed with the patient and the patient agreed for the procedure.
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
