CHIEF COMPLAINT: Preoperative for cataract evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 70-year-old female who is known to have multiple medical problems. She reports that she has had two hospitalizations since her last visit in the office. She stated that she was diagnosed with myocardial infarction and was later found to have peritonitis. She further has right inguinal hernia. The records from the Alameda Health System are reviewed. The patient is noted to have been admitted and referred to home health services on 02/23/2022. The patient was referred with diagnoses of:
1. Endstage renal disease requiring dialysis.

2. Spontaneous bacterial peritonitis.

3. History of CVA without residual deficit.

The patient further has a history of chest pain and bilateral recurrent inguinal hernia without obstruction or gangrene. She also has umbilical hernia without obstruction and without gangrene. The patient is seen as she is now scheduled for cataract surgery. The recent discharge diagnoses again include:
1. Spontaneous bacterial peritonitis.

2. Anemia of chronic renal disease.

3. Endstage renal disease, on dialysis.

4. Hypertensive disorder.

5. Chronic respiratory failure with hypoxia.

6. Obstructive sleep apnea.

7. Congestive heart failure.

8. History of CVA without residual deficit.

9. Diarrhea.

10. QT prolongation.

11. Bilateral inguinal hernia.

12. Umbilical hernia without obstruction and without gangrene.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Tubal surgery.

2. Shunt per vascular.

3. Subtotal parathyroidectomy in May 2008.

4. Right knee injections.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE results in swelling. PENICILLIN results in swelling.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Combivent Respimat one inhalation by mouth b.i.d.

2. Pantoprazole 20 mg q.a.m.
3. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

4. Vitamin B-complex with C and folic acid, i.e., Rena-Vite 0.8 mg one daily.
5. Calcitriol 0.25 mcg one daily.

6. Calcium carbonate 200 mg, i.e., 500 mg of calcium to take one t.i.d.

7. Carvedilol 12.5 mg one b.i.d.

8. Folic acid 1 mg one daily.
9. Nitroglycerin 0.4 mg sublingual p.r.n.
10. Zofran 4 mg q.i.d.

11. Ropinirole 0.25 mg one daily.

12. Crestor 10 mg one h.s.

13. She had recently completed a course of metronidazole and Bactrim.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with blood clots.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married with one son. She has distant history of crack cocaine use, but none in recent years.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight loss.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 111/67, pulse 86, respiratory rate 20, temperature 97.1, and weight 119 pounds.

Remainder of the exam is essentially unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. Endstage renal disease.
2. Cataracts.

3. Hypertensive disorder.

4. History of CVA.
5. History of bilateral inguinal and umbilical hernias.

PLAN: The patient is cleared for her cataract procedure.
