Dr. Ms. Geitman:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Rentz with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and metastatic endometrial carcinoma, its not in remission currently, it is actually metastasized to her lungs, she has just started tamoxifen and pentoxifylline 400 mg twice a day for treatment.  She is currently not having any side effects from the new medications and she will continue to follow with Dr. McLean through the university of Michigan Cancer Center for treatment.  Since her last visit also her gabapentin was increased from 300 mg once daily to twice daily and she is not using any oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs for pain.  She has had no dizziness or headaches.  No chest pain, palpitations or dizziness.  No nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, or diarrhea.  No blood or melena.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No incontinence.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough, wheezing or sputum production.

Physical Examination:  Her weight is 197 pounds that is a 3-pound decrease over the last seven months and she was last seen by this practice on August 24, 2021, and blood pressure 127/65.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done March 16, 2022, her creatinine is stable at 1.1, estimated GFR is 49, albumin 4.2, calcium 9.1, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.3, intact parathyroid hormone is mildly elevated 94.3, hemoglobin 11.5 with normal platelets and normal white count.
Assessment & Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, stable creatinine levels and no symptoms of uremia.  She has metastatic endometrial carcinoma and she started new treatment per Dr. McLean at the University of Michigan, hypertension is well controlled.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done for us every three months.  She will follow a low-salt diet and she will avoid oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drug use.  She will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
