Dear Dr. Stack:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Allen with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, small right kidney and hypertension.  Her last visit was September 20, 2021.  Her weight is unchanged.  She has been feeling well.  She did receive two IV iron infusions in February 2022 per Dr. Akkad, and she also received her third mRNA COVID-19 vaccination last year.  She denies nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No changes in her dyspnea on exertion, none at rest.  Urine is clear without cloudiness, blood, or incontinence.  No leg cramps, edema or claudication symptoms.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily then Lasix is 40 mg daily as needed and she is not using any oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs for pain.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 196.6, temperature 97, pulse 73, blood pressure 123/73.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 03/17/2021 to 2022, creatinine is 1.1 which is stable, estimated GFR is 49, albumin 4.0, calcium 8.9, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 2.7, hemoglobin 12.0 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, stable creatinine levels and no progression of disease, small right kidney and hypertension well controlled.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three months.  She will be rechecked by this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
