PATIENT NAME: Tucker Ramona
DATE OF SERVICE: 03/21/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient has cough and chest congestion. The patient received Levaquin 500 mg daily for 10 days beginning on 03/07/2022. She still has a cough and purulent sputum and she wants amoxicillin. She also has chest x-ray followed by CT chest done recently. CT chest showed mild ectasia of ascending aorta at Golder X-ray. The patient’s MRI of thoracic spine showed a compression fracture of T9 vertebra with a 70% loss from osteoporosis.
PLAN: Amoxicillin 500 mg three times a day was ordered for 10 days and Tessalon Perles 100 mg three times a day p.r.n. for cough were ordered. The patient wants to come back in six months. She will come earlier if needed.
