She stated child has done well since suture and is here primarily for removal.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 121/72.
Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Nose: Sutures are in good repair. Laceration wound is well closed and healed well. There is no discharge. No bleeding. No tenderness to palpation. Nares are patent. No bleeding or discharge.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.

2. Status post nasal laceration doing better.

PROCEDURE: Suture removal procedure was explained to mother, she states she understands and the patient states she understands also and would like to proceed. I used a #11 blade and tweezers and all five sutures were removed with no complications. There was no bleeding or discharge.

The patient was advised to keep site clean, not to rub too vigorous, to come back to the clinic if worse.
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
