PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: A 4-week-old who is extremely interactive with mother. She cries appropriately and is easily comforted.
VITAL SIGNS:
Temperature 98.5.

HEENT: Eyes: Conjunctiva is injected mildly bilateral. There is a green discharge on the conjunctiva. Child will follow colorful object with no difficulties.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normal bowel sounds. No rigidity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute conjunctivitis.

She was educated on using a rag moist warm, but not hot warm to wipe laterally and not to use the same surface of the rag on both eyes. She states she understands and will comply. I will, however, give this child some gentamicin ophthalmic solution 0.3%, mother was advised to do one drop twice daily and to call pediatrician for a followup. She states she understands and will comply.
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
