CHIEF COMPLAINTS:

1. “I have a big red inflamed area on my right leg where I was bit by an insect.”
2. “I would like to have my skin tags removed from inside of my right leg and the neck on the right side.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 53-year-old gentleman with history of hyperlipidemia and weight gain. He has been taking phentermine to lose his weight, which was stopped today because his blood pressure was elevated. He has developed an insect bite which was about 10 cm in diameter yesterday, he started taking some Z-PAK he had at home, now it has become about 2 or 3 cm in diameter and he states it is doing a lot better. He thinks it was related to an insect bite last week. There is induration, but there is no abscess formation and he would like for us to look at. He also has issues with skin tags and would like to have removed on his neck and inside of his leg. The patient is a police officer. He retired *__________*, working for Plum Grove Police Department as a chief, which he hates and wants to quit altogether. He did have COVID-19 in July 2021 and has been immunized since then.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperlipidemia and obesity.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right hand surgery and history of Lap Band.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed as above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. Very active.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Oxygenation 94-98%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 80. Blood pressure 161/107. He will recheck blood pressure and call us tomorrow off phentermine.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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SKIN: There is induration about the anterior upper leg as was described above with no sign of abscess formation, nothing that needs to be drained. There are also skin tags noted throughout the medial aspect of the right leg and right side of his neck.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Blood pressure elevation, most likely related to medication, recheck and call.
2. History of COVID resolved.
3. Hyperlipidemia. Wants to have blood work done later.
4. Cellulitis/insect bite, right upper leg posterior portion. No evidence of abscess formation, nothing that needs to be drained. Rocephin 1 g now. Septra DS. Stop the Z-PAK.

5. Skin tags. Procedure: After the consent was obtained, the skin tags were removed via cautery after they were anesthetized without any complications.
6. Recheck next week.

7. Call in 24 hours.
8. I explained to the patient that the cellulitic area on the posterior aspect of the right leg may need to be drained. There is nothing that needs to be drained at this time, but we will keep an eye on it and he will let us know how it is doing and we will recheck it again in a few days.
