The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Nevenka Bozin described that she has been doing all right. She indicated that she got Cymbalta only 20 mg daily. She likes to be on 30 mg. I explained that I am going to do that. The dosage was decreased because she was having some trouble in tolerating it. However, she claimed that she is doing all right. She denies any depression, sadness, mood swings, or any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any persecutory delusions. She described the dosage which was prescribed before has been helping her. The patient has been living with her son for three days – Monday, Wednesday and Friday, for her grandson’s care. She denies any side effects of the medications and she likes to continue the same plan. She was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. Risks, benefits and side effects were explained. She denies any diabetes or hypertension.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic with period of panic attack and anxiety.

PLAN: Continue to increase the dose of Cymbalta to 30 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg on a p.r.n. basis.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
