The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Joe this morning was somewhat irritable and got agitated according to Patty the direct care staff. He slept late in the morning and when staff tried to wake him up, he got upset and angry and argumentative. It was also noted that he is suffering from sore throat and having cough. It may be possible that this viral infection may be interfering with his performance. I further explained that if he is not going to any program, he is to take rest and maybe check with his primary care physician about his ongoing problem. Maybe, after eating his breakfast, he may come down and try to cooperate. Joe described that he is not feeling good. Last night, he did not sleep that is why he slept a little late in the morning. He denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any depression. The patient has been involved in several activities and it was also noted that today the direct care staff was different that may also be possible that he was upset and angry although he denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations. No seizure activity. It was recommended that he should continue with the current treatment and maybe check with the primary care physician about his throat condition to which staff agreed.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder secondary to traumatic brain injury, seizure disorder, sore throat, and upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Check with the primary care doctor. Try to allow him to take rest. Continue on Trintellix 10 mg daily, Prolixin 1 mg b.i.d., trazodone 100 mg daily, and Latuda 40 mg daily. 30 days’ medication was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
