She looks much improved in mood, behavior, and functioning. She was cooperative, appropriate and attentive. ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, history of posttraumatic stress disorder.

PLAN: Continue on Zoloft 50 mg daily, Haldol 10 mg twice a day, benztropine 0.5 mg b.i.d., gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, Seroquel 50 mg at bedtime, and Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered.
