Mr. Dick is a 68-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes about 20 years ago. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, obesity, insomnia, coronary artery disease, cardiac stents placed and chronic kidney disease stage III. For his diabetes, he is on metformin 1000 mg twice a day and glipizide extended release 2.5 mg once daily. For breakfast, he usually eats eggs. Lunch, he usually skips. Dinner is usually potatoes and rice and meat and gravy. He usually snacks on popcorn.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, we will get a current baseline hemoglobin A1c. We will recommend metformin 1000 mg twice daily and glipizide extended release 10 mg before supper. We will plan on rechecking a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel.

4. For his coronary artery disease, the patient has coronary stents placed.

5. Follow up with primary care provider, Dr. Bassetti.
