Mr. Ronacher is a 60-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes about three to four years ago. His diabetes is complicated by chronic kidney disease stage IIIB. He also has hypertension, hyperlipidemia, proteinuria, allergic rhinitis and right BKA, which was done about four years ago. For his diabetes, he is on no diabetic medications. He was previously on Farxiga, which gave him diarrhea. For breakfast, he usually eats eggs and/or oatmeal. Lunch is usually salad. Dinner is usually salad and vegetables. He does not really snack. He drinks a lot of water.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.3%. At this point, my recommendation is to start him on Januvia 50 mg once daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.

4. For his chronic kidney disease stage IIIB, we will check a comprehensive metabolic panel.

5. Follow up with his primary care provider, Dr. Maxwell.
