Mr. Childers was seen regarding stroke with right hemiplegia. He also had the right leg amputated at one point. It was a high amputation. He is dependent on staff to mobilize and uses a wheelchair. He is not ambulatory. He does have peripheral vascular disease. He has past history of seizures, but vascularly stable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No fever, chills, headaches, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or other specific complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. He is adequately nourished. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.8, pulse 78, respiratory rate 16, O2 saturation 98%, and blood pressure 108/66. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Oral mucosa normal. Neck: Supple without nodes. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Musculoskeletal: He has bilateral below knee amputations.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Childers seems content and in good spirits most of the time. He has been here for sometime. He had a stroke history and continues on aspirin 81 mg daily. 

2. He has history of seizures and he continued on Dilantin 200 mg daily and he has had no seizures or toxicities. He sometimes gets wheezy and uses a Ventolin HFA two puffs as needed. He has history of bipolar disorder, but that is stable and he is pleasant. He has generalized weakness. I will continue the same overall plan.
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
