Ms. Haw was seen regarding stroke history with left hemiplegia. She also has diabetes mellitus and history of depression and behavior issues.

Ms. Haw was very tearful when seen. She does have history of stroke and is stressed by the fact that she cannot do much and has to be here rather than be elsewhere with family members. A resident passed away about a year ago, but she still seemed to be in a bit denial of this. She needs help with mobilizing in wheelchair and transferring.

Her diabetes mellitus is relatively stable. There is no polyuria or polydipsia that she admits to and she denies significant foot pain. Her diabetes is diet controlled. She does have history of systolic congestive heart failure. There is a past history of hypertension also. She denies any new symptoms. There is no headache. No chest pain or any other cardiac symptoms. She denied seizures. She does remain on aspirin 81 mg daily and Plavix 75 mg daily. She is on lisinopril 40 mg daily for the systolic heart failure. She does have slow transit constipation uses Dulcolax as needed or lactulose 30 mL as needed. She does have anxiety and she does have history of falling. The deficit from the stroke is quite severe.

Overall, I will continue the current plan.
