Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. House teleconference with renal failure.  Weight and appetite are stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Denies diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Minimal edema.  No cellulitis ulcers.  No claudication symptoms.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope. Denies dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  Review of system is negative.  Wife participated of this encounter.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight bicarbonate replacement, Lasix, nitrates, metoprolol and Norvasc.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 118/46.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.

Labs:  His most recent chemistries January creatinine went down to 4.4 after being running at 5, GFR 13 stage V.  Electrolytes and acid base normal. There is low albumin.  Corrected calcium low normal.  Normal phosphorus.  Anemia 9.7.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  He follows with hematology Dr. Hassan.  He is in charge of the Aranesp. There has been also iron deficiency, the last ferritin 63, iron saturation has not been done.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage V.
2. AV Fistula right-sided.  No stealing syndrome.
3. He is interested on home peritoneal dialysis when the time comes, home visit has already been done.  When develop symptoms, peritoneal dialysis catheter will be placed 7 to 10 days later he will start treatment and education how to do it at home.
4. Metabolic acidosis on replacement.

5. Aortic valve replacement.

6. Congestive heart failure, no decompensation.

7. Coronary artery disease prior stenting not active at this point in time.

8. COPD, has not required oxygen.

9. Blood pressure in the low normal not symptomatic, anemia per hematologist, iron deficiency that needs to be replaced.  He denies external bleeding.
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Comments:  We start dialysis based on symptoms.  He does not have those symptoms.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in two months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
