CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for job physical for commercial school bus driving.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she is in good health and does not have any weakness and she denied any chest pain or shortness of breath. There are no nausea or vomiting and the patient has been driving school bus for several years.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, exposure to infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, skin rashes, or depression.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on enalapril 5 mg one tablet in the morning and half in the evening along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol 2.5 mg with a nebulizer treatment every three to four times a day as needed.
ALLERGIES: Amoxicillin and it is severe and the patient also has allergy to *_________* respiratory distress.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed in detail.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is separated and lives with her daughter and the patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use and the patient is a school bus driver. Her exercise is mostly aerobic and she is on low-carb healthy diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
