CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient complained of pain in the left thumb.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was playing basketball and got injured with ball almost 10 days ago and since then the patient has pain in the left thumb base and there is mild swelling without any open wounds. The patient is able to move thumb and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is relieved after resting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, stomach upset, or rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Left thumb examination reveals tenderness of the proximal interphalangeal joint and there is tenderness of the extensor tendon. There are no open wounds.
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
