CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of back pain, family history of lung cancer, and followup treatment.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her back pain is on and off and it is well controlled with baclofen 10 mg three times a day as needed and Norco 5/325 mg once a day as needed and the patient is able to function, which she wants to continue. However, the patient is asked to decrease the baclofen from three times a day to twice a day for which the patient agreed and the patient is able to do her daily chores without much pain.
The patient stated that her sister had lung cancer and her physician advised the patient as her siblings evaluated for possible lung cancer and I had a long discussion with the patient regarding her history of cervical cancer several years ago. The patient is going to be referred to oncologist before the genetic testing.
The patient stated that she does not have any vaginal bleeding, weight loss, or fatigue.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on diltiazem 240 mg once a day and lisinopril 5 mg two tablets twice a day along with low-salt diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she works as factory work. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Sister has lung cancer and she underwent extensive treatment and chemotherapy and she is in remission now.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Chest is symmetrical without any axillary lymph node enlargement.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals no significant tenderness of the lumbar spine and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
