CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lightheadedness, right-sided sharp chest pain, followup for cervical pain, and chronic atrial fibrillation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been feeling lightheaded for past several days and he feels the symptoms when he is standing up and does not happen when he sitting down or lying down. The patient never passed out or fell down.
The patient complained of left-sided sharp chest pain on and off for past three to four days. He goes for cardiac rehabilitation three times a week and never had any pain in the chest doing exercise.
The patient came today as a followup for cervical spine radiculopathy and his pain in the right arm is less, but it is worse upon sudden position.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, dizziness, ear pain, sore throat, lump in the neck, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on pravastatin 40 mg once a day along with low-cholesterol diet.
The patient has hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of paroxysmal atrial fibrillation and he is on Brilinta 90 mg twice a day.

The patient is also on warfarin 3 mg one tablet daily and 1 mg tablet to be taken Monday and Friday only.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable. There is no nystagmus.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and obese without any organomegaly and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.
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NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals minimal tenderness of the cervical spine on the right side and range of movement is improving.
I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
