The patient is here for followup on routine care. The patient has chronic pain. He has been seeing specialist Dr. Tijerina. He, however, has been unable to afford the co-pays. The patient was getting injections in the back for chronic back pain and he has not been able to afford them any more. Pain has been relatively well controlled with the use of tramadol 50 mg four times a day and gabapentin 300 mg four times a day that he takes in combination.

The patient is requesting refills on these medications. There is no history of abuse and he has been taking his medications for a number of years.

The patient has elevated blood pressure with blood pressure reading of 156/90 on today’s blood pressure. The patient states at home his blood pressure is at 130/70. He is currently taking Cardura, hydrochlorothiazide, losartan, and metoprolol for blood pressure. He stays good compliance with the medication.

He has not had any blood work for the last eight months. We will obtain routine blood work today.

He also had a history of cough secondary to ACE inhibitors apparently we will obtain a chest x-ray and an EKG.

The patient has also morbid obesity. The patient is advised on a weight loss program.
